






tip  Other ways to use this technique: Use rubber 

stamps and embossing inks to create images, words 

and patterns on your art projects, then layer 

paint on top of the stamped images and wipe away to 

reveal the resisted images.

Outline journaling with glaze pen

Use a glaze pen to trace around the outside 
of all of the embossed letters.

Wipe away paint

Directly after applying the paint, use a soft cloth 
to wipe away the still-wet paint from the embossed 
letters. Embossed writing resists paint, so it wipes 
off easily. You do not need to apply much pressure
with the cloth.

Paint over journaling

Use a paintbrush to apply acrylic paint over the 
embossed journaling.

constructionnotes
Once your embossed journaling piece 

is complete, cut away the appropriate 

amount of chipboard to reveal your 

photo beneath the embossed chipboard 

layer. Adhere the photo to the back 

of the chipboard, then mount it on 

the background cardstock and rein-

force the back with chipboard again

for support. Use electronic fuses as 

embellishments along the left side, 

adhering them between the layers 

of chipboard and cardstock with 

E-6000 glue.
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
